DIRECTIONS TO MT. TAM RACQUET CLUB: 
1 Larkspur Plaza Drive (at Doherty Drive) 
 
FROM SIR FRANCIS DRAKE BOULEVARD EXIT OFF 101 NORTH OR SOUTH: 
Go west on Sir Francis Drake Boulevard towards San Anselmo for approx. 1 mile.  Turn left at the 4TH light 
onto Bon Air Road.  Follow Bon Air Road to its end.  Turn left at the light onto Magnolia Avenue.  Turn left 
at the next light onto Doherty Drive.  The first left is Larkspur Plaza Drive and the club entrance is your first 
left. 
 
FROM LUCKY DRIVE EXIT OFF HIGHWAY 101: 
FROM NAPA/SONOMA/NORTHERN MARIN/EAST BAY ON 101 SOUTH - Take the Lucky Drive exit and 
continue straight off the exit on Fifer Drive past Gold's Gym.  Fifer dead-ends into Lucky Drive where you go 
left.  Lucky Drive dead-ends at the entrance to Redwood High School where you go right on Doherty Drive.  
Follow Doherty as it curves around the high school and continue straight past the creek, Piper Park and the 
Police Station.  After Hall Middle School, take a right on Larkspur Plaza Drive and the Mt Tam Racquet Club 
entrance is immediately on your left. If you missed Larkspur Plaza Drive, you will come to the intersection 
with Magnolia Ave and you should turn around.  If the parking lot is full, you can park across the street in 
the Albertson’s parking lot. 
  
FROM SAN FRANCISCO ON 101 NORTH: Take Lucky Drive exit. Go right at the stop sign at the end of the 
exit onto Old Redwood Highway.  Take a right at the first light onto Wornum Drive (goes under the freeway).  
Take a right at the next light onto Tamal Vista.  Tamal Vista dead-ends into Fifer.  Go left on Fifer and follow 
the directions above from 101 South. 
 
FROM EAST BAY:  Follow signs to 101 South off the Richmond-San Rafael Bridge (Sir Francis Drake exit) 
and follow directions above. 
 
Return Warning:  If you go to Highway 101 North via Lucky Drive, please be aware that you should stay in 
the middle of the exit ramp for Sir Francis Drake.  The ramp will lead you down to a traffic light which will 
allow you to safely enter onto 101 North on the other side of the light.
