


“Follow My Lead”—RESDC Member Interviews 
Leader: Warren Pino 

Follower: Yenni Setiawan 
Warren and Yenni are 

fixtures at WCS dances all 
over the Bay Area. They 
both compete and are regu-
lars in the Winner’s Circle. 
ST: You two are pretty well 
known in the dance com-
munity, and it’s well know 
that you’re a couple. Did 
you meet dancing? 
Yenni: Mmm-hmmm. 
Warren: Yeah, not surprisingly, at Two Left Feet, a 
little over two years ago. 
ST: So it was love at first whip? 
Warren: Yeah, pretty much…there was something 
very special when I met Yenni and we got to know 
each other. Again, dance brought us together so 
it’s interesting that our passion for dance devel-
oped a passion for each other, or led to it. 
ST: So what do each of you do off the dance floor? 
Yenni: I’m an interior designer. I work for a small 
company, Fisher Weisman, in the city. I do mostly 
residential…I’m their only senior designer, now, 
and I’ve been working for them for over ten years. 
Warren: And I own a marketing research firm. We 
do survey research work, focus groups, things like 
that. 
ST: Very interesting. How long have each of you 
been dancing? 
Yenni: Let’s see…probably about…over 20 years, 
now. I started when I was 4 with ballet, ‘cause my 

Mom is a ballet teacher. I’ve learned jazz dance, a 
little tap, and modern dance…. October Birthdays 
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Warren: People are gonna do the math on that 
and think you’re 24…she looks it, but… 
ST: …Are you sure you want to go there? 
Warren: Well, I just wanna make sure everybody 
knows that what we’re doin’ here is legal. [Warren 
and Yenni both laugh] I got introduced to country 
two-step about ten years ago, and then they were 
doing this funky thing called West Coast Swing, 
and they were doing it so often that I thought, 
“Well, I’m gonna have to learn it, because other-
wise I’m sitting out too much,” and I only thought 
of it in a Country context—I had no idea. Then I 
went to my first dance convention and they were 
dancing to more contemporary music, and sud-
denly I had this big “Aha!” It was from that point 
forward that WCS was a bigger part of my life. 
ST: Warren, can you describe one thing you par-
ticularly like about Yenni as a follower (and keep 
in mind that she’ll get to answer a similar ques-
tion about you)? 
Warren: I would say one of the most delightful 
things about dancing with Yenni is the fact that I 
can tell simply through the lightest of leads I can 
try, I can still feel the music go through her body. 
From head to toe she feels the music, and literally, 
the music ripples through her body…it really does! 
ST: I hope I can print that…! Yenni, same ques-
tion about Warren. What do you particularly like 
about him as a leader? 
Yenni: I enjoy dancing with him a lot because he 
listens to the music, and…he takes care of you. 
He has a very clear lead as to where he wants you 
to be at a given moment, so there’s no doubting, 
“Oh, I need to go back, or I need to go to the left.” 
It’s always very clear, which makes it a lot easier. 
ST: That should do it. Thank you both very much!

RESDC Oct. 17 CLUB NIGHT OUT 
Special Information 

Our venerable Dance Director Rodger Magill
has this to say about the RESDC Club Night Out 
for October 17th: 

“Just as a kind of experiment Shelley Pacheco
and I have set up a club night out at the Last Day
Saloon in Railroad Square, October 17th at 7 PM, a 
Wednesday night. They have a very nice hardwood 
dance floor that was just redone a month ago! 

Most Wednesday nights another club meets
there, the Sonoma County Blues Society. This is a
club of various blues musicians who get up on stage
in a rather free form format and play the blues. En-
ter West Coast Swing. The charge is $3.00 for the
night (for years at various locations it was free!). 

Mostly musicians hang out there and an entire
dance floor is available. Some of the blues played is 
slow and perfect for night club two step; most of the
rest is perfect for WCS. Some very talented musi-
cians happen in and the price is right. The President
of their club really liked the idea. 

The last night we were there some Lindy Hop
dancers were there as well. 

Live music tends to be composed of songs on the
long side to the tune of ten or more minutes. In such
cases you can always courteously let your partner
know and escort her from the dance floor. Each of
you can then find new partners for the next three or
four minutes of the song. Or perhaps some might
change partners on the floor. 

All in all, I think this is a cool alternative to the 
regular dances.”
